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The goals of this program are to present a flexible program for organising league shooting for:

· Any number of Leagues

· Any number of Teams per League

· Any number of Archers per Team

· A fair handicap system to compare any archer against any other archer in any class

· A fair system to reduce or eliminate sandbagging

· Allow any combination of archers in any classes on any Team in any League

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This is step one in setting up a League. A League is refereed to by its Date in the selection boxes. When you start the program, the most recent League will be selected on the main screen.

The ID box is an internal reference for me to do tech support for database problems.

If you Delete a League, you do not delete the Teams or Archers in that League.

Every archer has a handicapped score (based on the system used in bowling which has a 300 high score). In the Setup screen you will see a default of 80% for the handicap amount. This is the default used in bowling, but can be changed in the program. The theory is that the handicap will give the archer 80% of the points needed to get a perfect score (300) based on his high average. 

Only the top 10 (modifiable) scores from a league are used to calculate an archers handicap to reduce sandbagging.  Change this number at your desecration.

Therefore any archer from any class can be put on any team. 

Any number of archers can be on a team since there handicap scores are added and divided by the number in the team. 

We have had several discussion about this handicap system. So far this is the best we have come up with. 

NOTE: Just set the Handicap Percentage to 0 if you don't want to handicap.
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Step two is to setup the Teams and assign them to a League. 

A Team does not have to be assigned to the current League.
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Step three is the optional Class setup. Archers do not have to be assigned a Class since all scores are handicapped.

This section on setting up an archers class is purely for information only and does not play a part in the scoring, YET.

Any Ideas?
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Step four is to setup the Archers and assign them to a Team.

Class is optional.

The Team should already be assigned to a League.

I was thinking of putting in a spot for the FCA number (for unique reference) but not all archers have a number. Maybe we could use a SIN number since it is the only absolute unique number in Canada. 
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Select the League and Archer on the main page and then click on the Enter Scores button to enter the scores.

Reports can be viewed or printed off at any time. Just select the League on the main screen first and then click on the Reports button.

I am sure there will be lots more ideas for stats at the bottom of the report.
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Edit Database:  For those of you who know database structure, this feature allows you to edit the raw data in the databases for any reason.

Pack Database: As archers, Teams and Leagues get deleted,  their database records are not physically deleted until you PACK the database.  This can be done at any time if you are sure you do not want to un-delete any records.

Zap Database:  WARNING!!!  This will delete ALL records in the database (except the Archers Classes). Use with caution, if ever!!!  The program is shipped with a sample database. Zap it after you have tried it.

INSTALLING:

The Setup program should copy all necessary files onto your harddrive into the folder C:\Program Files\League.

It should then try and put an Icon on your desktop and one in a Program Group. If it does not, then just run the program LEAGUE.EXE from the League folder. You can manually make a shortcut to it yourself.

NOTE: Installing a new version will not overwrite your existing database. It will upgrade it on the fly.

TESTING: 

I have done significant testing of this program but bugs always appear. I am always interested in any bugs. Please contact me via email as soon as possible if you find one. Please attach information and screen shots of what you were doing at the time. I may need to ask you for a copy of your database to duplicate the problem on my development machine.

FUTURE:

I am always open for new ideas on how to make the system more flexible and up-to-date. 

An information investigation into how the PGA does there ranking would be a benefit to nationalize this system. 

One Idea I have had is an export routine to automatically email the scores to a central location for a national league.
